Thomas	Bogenschild	is	Executive	Director	for	Global	Education	Oregon	at	the	University	of	Oregon	
and	a	long-time	contributor	to	AIEA.	He	is	currently	a	member	of	the	Board	of	Directors,	Chair	of	
the	Policy	Advisory	Committee	(previously	the	Advocacy	Committee),	a	member	of	the	Audit	
Committee,	and	a	member	and	past	chair	of	the	Awards	Committee.		
	
Bogenschild’s	contributions	to	the	Association’s	policy	advisory	and	advocacy	activities	are	
numerous.	He	has	played	a	noticeable	role	in	educating	members	on	how	to	engage	with	policy	
makers	and	how	to	amplify	the	cause	of	international	education	at	the	local,	national,	and	
international	levels.	Since	2013,	he	has	regularly	contributed	sessions,	panels	and	roundtables	at	
the	AIEA	Annual	Conference,	along	with	several	other	conferences	and	association	forums.
