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Saher Ahmed Receives AIEA’s 2024 Harold Josephson Award for Professional Promise in
International Education

She has created many new
opportunities to support all students on campus through the intercultural programming activities
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that she facilitates, and brings international, indigenous, and domestic students from a wide array
of backgrounds and lived experiences, together for workshops, events, and activities focused on
social justice and intercultural programming.

In addition to her outstanding professional work, Ahmed excels academically, bringing together
her passion for international education and supporting students through her innovative research.
Her doctoral studies focus on the administrative processing of migrants and the impact that these
processes have on migrants and their mobility.

Ahmed is a mentor and model citizen for the international education community across Canada.
Throughout her time in the field of international education, her commitment to collaboration,
volunteerism, mentorship, and good citizenship has been steadfast. AIEA Executive Director Dr.
